The Specific Aims of Teaching English
for the Intermediate stage

   It aims to train beginners in good writing habits from the beginning, reading with recognizing the shape of each letter and associating it with its most usual shape. The skill of listening and speaking should come first, beginners will find themselves responding directly to things, actions and situations in the new language.
